ADOPT, DON’T SHOP! - LCA’S PET SHOP PRQ

LCA started its “Puppy Mill Free Stores” campaign in late 2007. The camp.
aimed towards ending the sale, breeding and importation of puppy

beginning in the Greater Los Angeles area, by educating the public about the horrd
puppy mill industry and getting pet shops to carry rescue animals.

Through a combination of non-stop peaceful protests and information gathered

from LCA’s Special Investigations Units” undercover investigations, LCA shut

down four pet stores in Los Angeles during 2008 that sold dogs originating from puppy mills. In late 2008,
OrangeBone (located in Los Angeles) became the first pet store in the nation to go humane and stop
selling dogs from puppy mills and deal only in rescue dogs. LCA launched the Pet Shop Project in 2009 by
working with local pet shops (see below) to carry rescue animals — not trying to close down their shop
but offering them an alternative business model. It is LCA's goal to find solutions that will cut down on
the millions of animals killed annually in America’s shelters and bring
about a brighter humane future for companion animals. If every pet
shop in American would open
their kennels to rescues,
millions of dogs would be
saved from being killed each
year. The tide is changing and
LCA believes that one day our
shelters will be funneling 90
percent of the dogs they
intake into pet shops for
adoption. The Pet Shop

E ach year, over $250 million dollars is spent

SB 250, introduced by Senate Majority Leader Dean
Florez, provides a reasonable, fiscally responsible
step towards reducing pet overpopulation in
California. The bill encourages pet owners to license

their pets and simply requires that dogs be spayed or
neutered unless their owner/guardian obtains the
unaltered dog license (already required by law) when

they license their dog. SB 250 also requires that
roaming cats be spayed and neutered by their
owner/guardian.

SB 250 is in step 10 of a step 12 process to become
law. This measure to reduce pet overpopulation and
needless euthanasia is on hold to be reconsidered
during 2010.

P permission to LCA to remove the neglected

and abused animals from the 2.5 acre
property in Mojave. LCA spearheaded the rescue, and
over several hot and difficult months, everyone
participating witnessed firsthand the abuse that was
inflicted on these helpless animals. The Mojave
Desert area can get as hot as 120 degrees during the
day, and as cold as 20 degrees at night. The
conditions these animals lived in were appalling:

Inside the house, which was in utterly deplorable
condition, were many small dogs and cats, which
most likely never had experienced the outdoors. The
horror of overcrowding is unimaginable; dogs and

cats crammed together in close quarters, living on
top of each other. Inside the house, the floors were
caked in 4 inches of feces. The stench was abhorrent.
The dogs living outdoors were subjected to brutal
heat, with barely any access to shade, forced to share
a few bowls of yellow rancid water that were
scattered on the property. Outdoor dog runs were
piled high with feces. Some dogs had dug
underground dens for themselves, to escape the heat.
Nursing mothers also burrowed underground to keep
their litters safe. Many dogs were injured from
fighting over communal dog bowls, obviously

Many dogs
roamed around like gangs in a prison. Most of these
animals were not neutered or spayed. There were
dogs full of milk without puppies.

LCA, along with several other rescue organizations
and many dedicated volunteers made countless trips
up to the compound to feed, trap, and remove dogs.

Each day that LCA arrived at the property, another
litter of puppies had been born. LCA volunteers were
at the property daily, ensuring the dogs had food and
water. Tarps were hung to provide shade from the
relentless heat. On several occasions, locals were
dumping dogs at the site while rescuers were pulling
dogs off the property.

LCA posted signs on the exterior of the property to
inform the public IT IS ILLEGAL TO DUMP ANIMALS!

Despite the horrible conditions these dogs lived in,
the majority were friendly and adoptable. The
biggest challenge was trying to find rescue
organizations and foster homes to take the animals
in. Pet’s Delight in Covina, CA and OrangeBone in
Los Angeles, CA took in dogs. These were the
first two pet stores to go 100% humane and
stopped selling dogs from puppy mills, converted
by LCA’s “Adopt, Don’t Shop” campaign.

WHAT HAPPENED TO THE HOARDERS?

Hoarders Cindy Bemis, and her cohort Cynthia Trapani
were convicted on May 18, 2009 on 20 combined counts
of felony animal cruelty. They were ordered to jail
immediately and denied bail.

Sentencing was handed down on July 8, 2009 at the
Bakersfield courthouse in Kern County. Bemis received
one year; Trapani was given 90 days. Judge Twisselman
referenced a very large file of letters written in support of a
tough sentence, which seems to have helped influence the
strict 5 year probation to run concurrent with the
sentences of both defendants:

. Defendants shall not own or be in possession of
any animals, or live on a property with animals.

. Defendants cannot live with another person
who has more than 3 animals.

. Defendants cannot operate anything
connected to a 501c3, rescue
organization or sanctuary.

. Animal Control and Sheriff
Department can, and will, access and
search property at any time, with or
without probable cause

5. 100 hours of community service
6. Psychological counseling

7. Restitution in the amount of $37,874

to a much stiffer sentence in state prison.

As reported in the Bakersfield News, Cindy Bemis was
released from prison 3 months early on Wednesday,
September 30th. She was transferred to Kern County’s
Adult Transitional Team program, which is designed to
assist incarcerated adults when traditional mental health
services are not effective.

There are currently thousands of animal hoarders hiding in
remote areas across the country, where their cruelty and
neglect often goes undetected for years. It is difficult to
understand how this is allowed to happen or even
comprehend the horrors of what these animals have suffered.

Cindy Bemis, like many people who become hoarders, are
not bad people. They started out with good intentions
and couldn't say no and got in over their heads.

S.1834/H.R.3907

Senator Daniel K. Akaka (D-HI) and House Rep Michael F. Doyle (D-PA) re-
u. e introduced the Pet Safety and Protection Act (PSPA) in October
2009. When passed, the PSPA will amend the Animal Welfare Act to prevent stolen
companion animals from being sold into research facilities and laboratories by Class B
dealers. There is renewed HOPE for the PSPA to be passed into law with a new
administration in the White House. As of the writing of this newsletter, cosponsors for
the bill totaled 13 in the Senate and 98 in the House. Your help is needed to get this bill
passed; please go to www.House.gov and www.Senate.gov and find your government
officials and ask them to cosponsor this important bill.

“We must stop stray and stolen dogs and cats from being illegally sold to
research facilities,” said Senator Akaka, “It will end the fraudulent and
unethical practices of certain dealers and the unnecessary suffering of
dogs and cats in their care.”

.ll.we National Academies’ Institute for Laboratory Animal Research (ILAR), which
advises the federal government on issues related to animals used in research, released
their report on May 29, 2009, entitled “Scientific and Humane Issues in the Use of
Random-Source Dogs and Cats in Research.” The report found that it is not necessary
to obtain animals from Class B dealers for National Institute of Health research. All
members of the National Academy of Sciences (NAS) committee viewed LCA’s HBO
film “Dealing Dogs™ as part of their deliberations, and LCA is recognized on page 76 of

this report.

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illy, the Los Angeles Zoo's 24 year old
B lone male Asian elephant, was caught in

the wild and forcibly taken from his native
home of Malaysia, as part of a trade between the
L.A. Zoo and the Malaysian Game Department.
Billy has been at the L.A. Zoo since 1989 and
lives on approximately one-quarter acre. In the
wild, elephants walk up to 30 miles in a day;
there are roughly 640 acres in one mile.

Former L.A. Zoo African elephant, Ruby now
lives at PAWS Sanctuary since her move there in
March 2007. With no other elephants at the Zoo,
Billy lives an unnatural, solitary life and has been
displaying neurotic behaviors consistent with
captive elephants which include incessant head
bobbing and swaying.

In September 2009, California’s 2nd Court of
Appeal ruled that a 2007 lawsuit charging the
L.A. Zoo with abusing elephants will be allowed
to go to trial. A Los Angeles County Superior
Court judge had initially ruled that the issues
raised in the suit were political and not for a
court to decide. The appeals court decided
otherwise! Two concerned Los Angeles citizens
filed the 2007 suit as California taxpayers under
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LCA protested the Ringling Bros
Circus - The Cruelest Show on
Earth at each Los Angeles show

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the state’s taxpayer waste statute. They allege
that the L.A. Zoo - a city agency — has violated
the statute by managing elephants in a way that
abuses and injures them. The Court of Appeals
held that the two citizens have raised a triable
issue of material fact as to whether the physical
characteristics of the existing and proposed
elephant habitats would subject the animals to
mistreatment in violation of Penal Code Sec.
a596.5 and whether the expenditure of public
funds to operate the exhibits in such a manner
would constitute an illegal expenditure of
taxpayers monies.

The L.A. Zoo has maintained an elephant exhibit
since 1966, and the L.A. City Council three years
ago approved construction of the $42 million
Pachyderm Forest attraction

LCA and concerned citizens everywhere applaud
the appellate court decision and will continue to
advocate for Billy's transfer to the PAWS
Sanctuary and for the elephant exhibit at the L.A.
Zoo to be closed down. The date of November

has been involved in an effort to rescue

and relocate 7 Tigers that have been
living for FIVE years in deplorable, substandard
conditions, in Cancun, Mexico. They are kept in
12 foot cages, sitting in their own feces, with little
or no interaction. They are not fed or given water
regularly (they often drink water covered in algae,
bugs, and rotten food). The level of neglect is
appalling! “Pepe,” the owner, refuses to allow a
veterinarian to examine his tigers; consequently
they are in dire need of medical attention!

“Pepe” used to own and run a restaurant/hotel in
Cancun. Tourists would dine among the caged
tigers, and for a fee, get a picture taken with them.
When Hurricane Wilma wiped out Cancun in
2004, the restaurant was never re-opened.
Consequently, the building they are caged in is in
dangerous disrepair. They are malnourished,

abused, and in dire need of medical attention!

The Mexican Government wildlife agency,
PROFEPA, recently reviewed and revoked the
UMA license held by Gil Jose Juarez (“Pepe”)
after pressure from GEPDA (Gente por la
Defensa Animal), an animal rights group in
Mexico that has been trying to relocate these

tigers to The Wild Animal Sanctuary
(TWAS) in Keenesburg, CO.

The rescue mission was to take place in early
September 2009—the Mexican government
reneged on their agreement to release and relocate
these tigers to TWAS on 9-3-09. They are now
talking about sending these already abused animals
to a zoo in Mexico City! Pressure needs to be put
on the Mexican government to make them honor
the original plan: to release and relocate these tigers
to 320 acres of Colorado grasslands at TWAS,
where they will be safe and taken care of and get
the medical attention they desperately need.

In 2007, LCA'’s SIU’s undercover investigation was responsible for one of the largest
cockfighting busts in U.S. history. LCA's SIU provided the necessary information to
the authorities, which led to a raid on a popular cockfighting arena near Van Buren,
AR and 76 felony arrests.

Vick got his second chance in football, with very little effort on his part.
It's too bad the dogs he brutally tortured and murdered do not get one;
we need to honor them by “remembering” what they went through.

6 month old Karley

April 2, 2010 - Glynn Johnson was
finally sentenced after being convicted
of felony animal cruelty charges in
January. His sentencing included 90 days
in jail (to be served on the weekends),
3 years probation and 400 hours of
community service working with dogs.

The judge also sentenced Johnson to
16 weeks of anger management classes
because he recognized that Johnson
had serious anger issues and
emotional problems.

LCA and Karley supporters wanted
Johnson to get the maximum sentence
of 4 years for killing 6 month old puppy
Karley. However, this case has been
taken further than any other animal
cruelty case and Johnson is now a
convicted felon; he is not allowed to
own a firearm, there is a permanent
stay-away order from the Toole family
and he is no longer allowed to vote.
This felony conviction will follow
him for the rest of his life, no matter
where he goes.

HISTORY OF THE CASE

On January 26, 2010 Johnson was convicted of felony animal cruelty with special
circumstances (maximum penalty of up to 3 years), and use of a deadly weapon to
commit a felony (maximum penalty of up to | year), for brutally beating 6 month old
puppy Karley to death, who belonged to Jeff and Shelley Toole of Riverside, CA.

In November 2008, Karley had gotten out of the Toole's backyard and was being
brought back by neighbor Travis Staggs when Johnson offered to bring her back himself.
Staggs said he had only taken his eyes off Johnson for a split second when he
witnessed the fire chief erupt in violence, punching Karley 10-15 times in the head first
with his fist, then with a 12 Ib rock. Karley was so severely beaten that she had to be
euthanized hours later.

LCA and supporters of Karley held numerous protests and rallies for "Justice 4 Karley!"
After Johnson was arrested and charged with two felony counts in December 2008,
LCA held a large rally and press conference thanking the DA for bringing charges against
Glynn Johnson and asking him to prosecute Johnson to the fullest extent possible by
law. LCA also asked L.A. Fire Chief P. Michael Freeman to fire Johnson and to severely
restrict his retirement pension.

Johnson's trial began on January 6, 2010. District Attorney Will Robinson's opening
statement was made in front of bloody photos of Karley, telling the judge and jury that
Johnson attacked Karley in vengeance, after years of fighting with the Toole family.
Over the years, Johnson had engaged in shouting matches with the Toole's, using a
bullhorn, and had placed dog excrement in their mailbox. Robinson said: "This was
not an isolated event. There was a long history of anger and frustration beyond the
typical neighbor dispute.”

"Without LCA's involvement, we could not have gone on with this case. LCA has
given us the strength to keep going. It was from the demonstrations and vigils that
LCA organized that convinced the DA to take this case and prosecute," said Shelley
Toole. Fellow firefighters showed up at Glynn Johnson's trial with the slogan
"Firefighters against Animal Abuse” on their t-shirts.
